L The Quiz Bee Foundation announces the holding of the 20th National Super Quiz Bee
from August 2 to November 26, 1999 with the theme “Buzzing Towards the New
Millennium.”

(Science and Technology)

Al contestants will answer the same sets of questions in writing. Before a question Is‘mad.
the contestants will ralse their pencils or pens,

Questlions will be read twice in English by the quizmaster. After the second reading, the
quizmaster will say “go” - only then will the contestanis be aiowed 1o write their answer.
Automatically, the 10 second time fimit will begin with the word “go” by the quizmaster.

After the time Fmit and buzzer sounds, the contestant will automatically stop writing and
raise their pencils or pens.

The contestants will be asked to read abud their answers with the proclors venry‘mg their
answers.

The National Super Quiz Bee will utilize the point system in all of the competitions.

There are four (4) rounds in each competition namely : Easy, Average, Difficult and Clincher
Note: The Clincher round takes place only if there is a tie.

in the Easy round, two (2) quéstions will be asked : Average round, three (3) questions, in .
the Difficult round, five (5) questions and in the Clincher round as many questions.

Points are assigned for each question :

Easy question 1 point

Average question 2 points
Difficult question 3 points
Clincher questlion 5 points

After the fith question in the: difficuk round, the total number of -points of each contestml is
tabulated.

The contestant who gets the. highest number of points is aulomatically declaréd the
Champion ; the second highes! - the Runner-up.

Should there be a tie among the contestants getting the highest score or the second highest

score, the conltest continues to the Clincher round to determine the Champkm or the
Runner-up as the case may be.

The total number of points of the tied contestants are now back to zero (0).

in the diincher round, as many questions will be asked. Each question is assigned five (5)
points. The contestant who first gets fifteen (15) points is declared the winner.

. Shouid another tie occur after the third Clincher question, one more question will be asked

fo break the tie and so on until the winner is declared.
