3 As a member of the National Operational Group (NOG), DepED encourages all
regional, division and school officials fo hold meaningful and fitting activities with the
participation of students in bath public and private schools. The teachers in Makabayan,
Filipino and English are also encouraged to conduct a lesson-centered activity on the
significance of the Leyte Landing in the lives of the Filipinos yesterday, today and tomorrow.

4. Region VIll, with the Divisions of Leyle and Tacloban City is requested to coordinate
with the Office of the Provincial Governor regarding their participation to the scheduled

programs and aclivities.

5. Expenses incurred by the region, divisions and schools concermned are chargeable
against local funds (Parent-Teacher Assaciation, Local School Board Fund, or from NGOs,
civic spirited clubs and assaciations) subject to the usual accounting and auditing rules and
regulations.
