1. The National Work-Conference of Chiefs and Assistant Chiefs of Elementary Education
hosted by Region V-A (CALABARZON) will be held at Days Hotel, Tagaytay City on December 5-9,
2005.

b. Results of the Phil-IRI Pretest.

A registration fee of Six Thousand
Pesos (PhP86,000.00) shall be charged each participant to cover expenses for board and lodging and
other related expenses. Traveling expenses and registration fee shall be charged against local funds
subject to the usual accounting and auditing rules and regulations.
