3 Priority participants/nominees in the three areas shall come from the
identified regions/divisions/districts/schools where there is an urgent need for
SPED teachers for the visually impaired (Enclosure No. 1). The Regional
Integrated Scholarship Committee (RISC) based on the criteria set in Enclosure

9. All grantees shall be entitled to free tuition fees and a month’s stipend.
Grantees from Regions I, II, III, IV-A, V, VI, VII, VIII, IX, X, XI, XII, ARMM,
CARAGA and CAR under the training program at the PNU, CNU, and USEP will
receive a month’s stipend of Two Thousand Four Hundred Pesos (PhP2,400.00)
while those from NCR, Cebu City and Davao City shall receive One Thousand
Four Hundred Pesos (PhP1,400.00). All grantees are advised to travel by land
or sea. Travel expenses shall be borne by the sponsoring agencies.
